At about 6pm on 17 March 2020, an armed offender had a dispute with neighbours in Cutler Drive Wyong.

The offender ended up firing over 200 rounds into houses across the road and at police, which killed a male and injured two other people.

The rounds fired were going through houses in Cutler Drive and entering houses in nearby Maple Circuit.

Senior Constable Hammant organised four officers to go to the rear of the Cutler Drive houses, between the two streets and get people out of the homes.

Senior Constable Hammant then went to the rear of the house where the person had been killed and got the rest of the people in that house to safety, while shots were still being fired with Senior Constable Hammant in the line of fire.

He organised with other officers to get all the other people to safety, all while the offender was still shooting.

All Senior Constable Hammant’s actions were captured on body worn video.  The officer who nominated Senior Constable Hammant for this award stated, “he is the bravest officer I have ever seen.”
